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A. Declaration of the Rights of Man 
After the people successfully stormed the Bastille on July 14th, 1789, peasant uprisings spread all throughout the country.  Louis XVI had to give the National Assembly more power.  On August 26th, 1789, National Assembly adopted the Declaration of the Rights of Man and the Citizen.  The King approved the changes and the following became law.  However, women were still not given rights and in 1791 Olympe de Gouges argued against this.
