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A. The Industrial Revolution
The Revolutions that we learned about in France and Latin America gave people equality and changed the kinds of governments they lived under. Around the mid 1700s, a different kind of revolution began to take place in Victorian England (Queen Victoria was the monarch). People have always been looking for improvements in technology. There was a change in the way goods (products, i.e.  clothes) were made. Instead of making goods by hand, machines were used to make these same goods, which was more efficient. This time period is known as the Industrial Revolution. 
“England has been fortunate in possessing the natural conditions necessary to succeed. Modern factories surround coal-fields, which there are numerous and can be had cheaply. The possession of good harbors (close to water) is important for trade; a country where broad and gently-flowing rivers act as natural canals will have advantages in communication over a region covered in mountains.”  - George Warner
