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Nazi 2 - Propaganda

A.  Hitler Youth
Started in 1926, the Hitler Youth offered its members excitement, adventure, and new heroes to admire and worship.  It was a paramilitary organization for youth similar to the organization for adults, the SA or Storm troopers.  Membership in Hitler Youth was initially voluntary, but by 1939 attendance was mandatory. Education played a very important part in Nazi Germany in trying to cultivate a loyal following for Hitler and the Nazis.  The Nazis were aware that education would create loyal Nazis by the time they reached adulthood.  All teachers had to be vetted by local Nazi officials.  Any teacher considered disloyal was fired.  97% of all teachers joined the Nazi Teachers’ Association.  All teachers had to be careful about what they said as children were encouraged to inform the authorities if a teacher said something that did not fit in with the Nazi’s curriculum for schools.
